Note 3: There are two single-size beds per bedroom. For children under age 6, families may bring their own portable cribs or cots, so a 
young child can sleep in the same room with two other family members. In that case, the young child sleeping in the family's own crib or 
cot would be charged the Category F rate. If the child is sharing the room with only one other family member, Category E applies. 
Note 4: This rate is for people who are attending Autreat for the purpose of providing support for a disabled person who could not 
participate without a helper. Examples are personal care attendants for adults and 1:1 aides for children. 
Work Shift Rebate 
Adults and teens paying for the full 4 days, meals, and overnights may earn a $20 work rebate. Pay the full cost when registering. The 
rebate will be given upon completion of a work shift during Autreat. Support people are not eligible for work shift rebates; their rate is set 
$20 lower than anyone else's because we don't expect them to have time to do a work shift while also providing support for another 
person.

Autreat is held in the Johnstown campus of University 
of Pittsburgh, in Johnstown, Pennsylvania. The 
campus has plenty of open space for walking, 
recreation, and enjoying the outdoors.

Each room has two beds, a bathroom, a kitchenette 
with a small refrigerator and a microwave oven. Some 
rooms are ADA-compliant and all are accessible.  

Room Options  
Standard room: single bed in a 2-bed room, with one 
roommate (included with full registration, no extra fee).  

Private rooms (no roommate) are available as space 
allows and at an extra cost of $100.
